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OVERVIEW
Electronic Transit Pass
For quick and easy payments. No need to empty your pockets for change. Purchase prepaid 
vouchers from a licensed retailer and replenish your pass in seconds.

Transit Schedules
Real time, up to date arrival times of transit vehicles arriving to your location. The device 
connects to the nearest WiFi station of a city-wide wireless network to access the Transit 
System database and download all relevant information.

Trip Planner
Helps the user determine which bus/train they need to take, where to transfer, how much 
to pay etc. in order to get to a location within the city.

Transit System Reference
Lookup preloaded information regarding the transit system schedules, maps, and fares.

The device alerts the user if it fails to connect
to the network. It will also notify the user if his
transit pass balance dips below a certain amount.
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The device attempts to connect again
when a feature that requires an
established connection is selected.

When the user purhcases a prepaid voucher, they are 
given a pin code to enter into the device.

Once verified, their transit pass balance is updated
instantly.

With a set of addresses, the device can map out
a route for the user to take, including which buses
and trains they need to get on.

Through the WiFi network, the device will know
which stop or station the user is currently at.

The device can display estimated time of arrivals for all
transit vehicles approaching the closest station/ stop the
user is presently at.

When the user boards a transit vehicle, the device will record
when, where and what they are boarding.

The device will automatically start up upon receiving a
transmission from a ticketting device. Then it will go back
to sleep to conserver battery.

When the user disembarks from the transit vehicle, the device
will then calculate the fare and charge his balance accordingly.

By keeping track of time, the device can determine
whether or not the next ride is a transfer.

For everything else, there’s MasterCard

To compromise for the lack of a keyboard, an
auto-complete system helps the user input
street names.
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
